Recipients  includes Zenith Finance and each CREDIT PROVIDER

Applicant means the person or persons named as Applicant in the signing section at the end of this document.
Guarantor means the person or persons named as Guarantor in the signing section at the end of this document.
The Applicant and the Guarantor (if any) acknowledge that they have requested the Recipients to arrange or provide credit for the Applicant.

PURPOSE OF COLLECTION & USE

The Applicant and Guarantor (if any) acknowledge that certain personal information is required to enable the Recipients to:

· Assess the Applicant’s application for commercial credit and/or credit worthiness;

· Administer any credit facility which is subsequently provided to the Applicant including managing any account in connection with the credit facility, administering insurance claims, recovering any money owed to the Recipients, and maintaining the value of any assets provided as security for any obligations under the credit facility;

· Assist the Applicant and Guarantor (if any) defaulting on their credit obligations;

· Notifying other credit providers of any default by the Applicant and Guarantor (if any);

· Identifying and sending the Applicant and Guarantor (if any) information about the Recipients’ other related products and services.

The types of organisations to which the Recipients usually disclose personal information include credit reporting agencies, government departments and authorities, contractors, proposed assignees of the Recipient’s assets and other third parties associated with the Recipients to enable the Recipients to carry out their functions.

· the fact that in the Recipients’ opinion the Borrower or the Guarantor (if any) have committed a serious credit infringement

· the fact that the credit provided to the Applicant has been paid or discharged.

2. Exchange of Information with other Credit Providers:  obtain from and use or disclose to another credit provider any information about the Applicant’s and Guarantor’s (if any) credit worthiness, credit standing, credit history or capacity.

3. Disclosure of Information to Guarantor:  disclose information regarding the Applicant’s credit worthiness, credit history, credit standing or capacity to any person who proposes to guarantee or has guaranteed the obligations of the Applicant under any credit facility arranged for or provided by the Recipients.

4. Give Opinions:  give to or receive from another credit provider an opinion for the purposes connected with the Applicant’s or Guarantor’s (if any) trade or profession.

5.
